Registration Guide

1. On the main home page (www.scvo.org.uk/srenonline) click on the word ‘Register’ in the green menu bar towards the top of the page (shown on screen print below).
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2. You will be taken to the registration welcome screen.  You will need to read the forum rules and tick the little box at the bottom, then click ‘Register’ (shown on screen print below).
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3. Next you will need to choose your username and password for the site, and submit your email address (shown on screen print below).
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You now need to think of 2 Username and Password for your membership.

Please note that your username will be visible on the forum whenever you write a message, so
you don't have to use your real name if you don't want to. (You could choose something
completely different like ‘snookerplayer2000 or ‘friendlyface’, for example)

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Username

Your username will be the name that you are known by other users of the site, so have a think about what will be most appropriate for your situation. 

For example, if you are representing an organisation and want this to be obvious to other users then you may decide to include your name and organisation in the username (e.g. FredJones@TheCouncil). However, if this is not appropriate you may prefer to keep it more personal or anonymous (e.g. Fred1977, or Ruralfan77 etc)

Password

Your password will not be known by anyone else except you, and you will need this each time you ‘log in’ to use the site.

It will be case sensitive, which means it will recognise upper and lower case letters separately (e.g. If you type your password as ‘EqualityUser’, then you must use a capital ‘E’ and ‘U’ each time you log on) 

Handy Tip 
It is safest to choose a password that contains a mixture of upper and lower case letters, numbers and symbols to ensure high security, and you should avoid using information associated with your personal details or username in your password. 

However, make sure you can remember it!

You will see there is a ‘Remember me’ option that you can tick.  If you click this then your username and password will be saved and they will automatically appear in these boxes next time you visit to save you typing them in again. However, use this option with caution - by clicking this it will mean that anyone else who uses your computer could enter the forum using your username and password and have access to your information.
